In response to the reviews of the journal editors, I am resubmitting my revised manuscript TITLE for publication in Current Issues in Education. All of the reviewer comments were considered, and substantial changes were made to the manuscript, which are described below:

1) The introduction was reworked as suggested to clarify the purpose of the study and connect the background and rationale.
2) Additional background was provided regarding PCK as a conceptual framework of teacher knowledge. The PCK model used for the study was changed to a more recent model, which resulted from the PCK Summit held in 2012 (recently published in a book – 2015). This consensus model is discussed along with background on the development of teacher knowledge.
3) The discussion of the PCK model includes identifying factors that potentially impact teaching practices. They are presented as filters/amplifiers to teachers’ PCK.
4) A more thorough review of GTA literature was conducted and at least 10 additional relevant citations are presented in the paper.
5) To communicate the value of the data, the open-ended questions used for data collection are aligned with the targeted information relevant to answering the research questions.
6) The discussion of the third research question was revised substantially with specific sections addressing the teaching orientations and teaching contexts of the GTAs and their influence on the GTAs’ knowledge development.
7) Additional information was included regarding the “Scientific Teaching” course.
8) In terms of the study methods, I agree that it would be ideal to compare an experimental group of GTAs (training) to a control group of GTAs (without training). Unfortunately, this data was not collected as part of the GTA program. In addition, the IRB application did not include data collection of student achievement measures or evaluations.
9) Orientations toward teaching (teacher-centered and student-centered) are defined.
10) The title of the paper was changed to:
11) Figure 4 has been reconfigured to assist readers.
12) The manuscript has been reviewed for spelling and grammatical errors.
