BUILDING NEW IDENTITIES IN TEACHER PREPARATION FOR 
INCLUSIVE EDUCATION IN GHANA
Abstract

Teachers’ support for inclusion of children with additional needs in their classrooms is crucial for its successful implementation as it is they who implement and facilitate any innovation at the classroom level. This paper reflects critically on current pedagogical practices in Ghana in relation to inclusive education. Using a critical post-colonial discursive framework the paper takes up the challenge to problematise the existing pedagogical practices, which is intensely oppressive. It examines the impact of colonial and cultural practices on teaching and learning, and uses extracts of interviews with student teachers and existing research commentaries to illuminate existing pedagogical archetypes. The extracts highlight the pervasive nature of current practices and how they do not support inclusive education. The paper concludes with new directions for teacher preparation to enhance quality teaching for successful inclusive education in Ghana. 
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
